Important Dates
Literacy: Our Guided Reading groups are up and running and going pretty well! Students will continue to work on developing independence during Literacy centers.  This week we will be focusing the five finger rule for reading fiction books.  This has the students answer questions about the reading such as; who are the characters, what the setting is, what is the problem of the story, the main details, and how the story end.  While reading with your students at home encourage them to use the five finger rule.
Phonics: We are continuing the next section of our Letter Land phonics program.  We are focusing on a letter a day and doing different activities to help the students remember the letter and the sound it makes.  We will also practice identifying the difference between letters and words. The children will participate in a sorting activity using letters, words, and sentences.
Sight Words: I, at, is, to like, me, the, it, am, and, went, a, come, in, here, go, see, my, you, look, up. New Words: said, we, on, can, play
Writing: This week we are starting small moments in writing.  When writing small moments we start with a big topic, then a small topic, and finally a small moment.  While writing small moments we are working on adding details in our writing.  We will continue to work hard on “Being a Smartie Speller” while we write. Our Kindergartners are really working hard on applying their letter/sound knowledge to the writing of words and sentences.  
Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  In Math class we will continue practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundreds chart. During centers this week, students will be working on teen numbers.  As we continue working in small groups during centers, students will practice staying on task, using a quiet voice, and working cooperatively with others.
Handwriting: We will practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways.                                                                                
Science: We will be beginning our Investigating Properties Unit!  We will be discussing different ways to sort objects (size, texture, color, etc).  I am asking for the students to bring in leaves for next Tuesday, October 20, for a sorting activity. During our Science Units I will be having experiment Fridays with the class.  They will be safe simple experiments where the students can be scientist!  
· Please remember to check the GREEN ALLIGATOR folder daily and return it to school.  Remove anything in the “Keep at Home” side and check the “Return to School” side for important notes/info.
· Homework is sent home at the beginning of the month.  It is optional to do.  It reviews all the concepts that we are working on in class.  Keep the packet at home until it is completed and send it back to school at the end of the month.
