Curriculum News


Literacy: This week, we will focus on asking and answering questions about the fiction stories we read. We will also continue to focus on teaching strategies for reading unknown words such as using picture support and using the first letter in a word. We will also practice tracking words by only pointing to one word and how multisyllabic words still only represent one word. This is a very tricky skill that would be beneficial for extra reinforcement at home with books or written sentences. 





Phonics: Hearing and producing rhymes, clapping syllables, letter identification and sounds. We will also continue to practice stretching out our words in order to record appropriate sounds. We will use whiteboards to record our sounds by repeating the word several times using the strategy of “Turtle Talk.”





Writing: We will continue our next unit of study, Small Moments. This week we will practice writing a small moment story about our field trip. Students will learn how writers catch small moments from their lives and stretch them out over more than one page.  Again, our focus is to get students labeling their pictures and using those labels to write a sentence underneath their pictures. Students are also being asked to add more details to both our pictures and words in order to make our stories better. We will continue to practice stretching out words in order to record appropriate sounds.





Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  In Math class we will be practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundred chart, comparing numbers to identify which number is greater than, less than, or equal to another number, and writing numbers to 20.  We will be working in our centers this week on practicing these concepts.  We will be working in small groups during centers, students will practice staying on task, using a quiet voice, and working cooperatively with others. 





Word Wall Words to Practice:  I, a, the, like, is, me, to, see, in, am, can, my – New words (an, go, look)





Science: This week, we will explore the Life cycle of a Pumpkin. We will be making a life cycle craft. We will read a variety of stories to learn about Fall on the Farm. On Thursday we will have a “Pumpkin Investigation Day” where the children will participate in a variety of activities exploring pumpkins. A few activities include…measuring the height our pumpkins, a sink or float experiment, counting the seeds, and many more!!!
