Curriculum News


Literacy: This week students will work to understand what good readers do when they don't understand something.  Students will work to ask questions that will help them focus on key ideas or details in a story.  During read alouds, we will be focusing on identifying characters, the setting, and retelling the story in order from beginning to end. We will review strategies for reading unknown words such as using picture support and using the first letter in a word. Our Guided Reading groups are going very well! The children are becoming great little readers and learning several new sight words! Please continue to read and write with your child every night to support their literacy development!





Phonics: : Over the next three weeks, we will focus on identifying and isolating beginning, middle, and ending sounds in words. We will continue to review hearing and producing rhymes, clapping syllables, letter identification and sounds, and identifying opposite pairs.





Writing: We will continue writing Small Moment stories, where we take a moment from our lives and stretch it over three pages.  We will focus on labeling pictures and using those labels to write a sentence underneath the pictures.   The students have been working very hard to record all the sounds in words and will be introduced to their writing "superpowers" this week.  The children will begin to focus on using our Word Wall to spell sight words and also practice using spaces between words.  They will also continue to practice using mostly lowercase letters and stretching their to record appropriate beginning, middle, and ending sounds in words.





Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  This week’s work will focus on working with numbers 11-19, laying foundations for place value.  Students will begin to develop an understanding that these numbers are composed of a group of ten and leftover one, two, three, four, five, six, seven, eight, or nine ones. We use ten frames to help students understand this concept.  Your child should be able to see a ten frame filled and count on starting at ten instead of counting from one. We will be working in our centers this week on practicing these concepts. 





Word Wall Words to Practice:  I, a, the, like, is, me, to, my, see, and, at, can, go, an, look – New Words (you, on, come)





Science: This week, we will conclude our property unit.  We will continue to use our five senses to investigate the physical properties of objects such as size, shape, color, texture, weight etc. Students will develop an understanding of the term “property” as we use the word in context throughout our unit.  Students will work to sort and classify objects according to the type of material they are made of (metal, wood, plastic, glass, fabric, paper, etc.)  We will be sending home a family feet project home on Friday!
