






Curriculum News


Literacy: This week, we’ll continue to practice comparing and contrasting characters, events, or ideas within the stories we read. We will read several Thanksgiving and turkey themed books throughout the week! During read alouds, we will continue to focus on identifying characters, the setting, and retelling the story in order from beginning to end. We will continue to review our “Reading SuperPowers!” Please continue to read and write with your child every night to support their literacy development!





Word Wall Words to Practice:  I, a, am, the, like, is, me, to, my, see, and, at, can, go, an, look, come, on, you, it, here, said. Phonics: Over the next few weeks, we will focus on identifying and isolating beginning, middle, and ending sounds in words. We will continue to review hearing and producing rhymes, clapping syllables, letter identification and sounds, and identifying opposite pairs. Since returning from track out, students have been working on reading “word family” words.  A word family is a set of words with the same middle and ending sounds.  I will continue to stress to the students that not only do word family words rhyme, but we can easily add a new word to the word family list by changing the beginning sound.  





Writing: This week, we will take a short break from small moments as the children will participate in some fun fall writing activities. We will continue to reinforce our “SuperPowers” as we write.   


1.We stretch our words (say slowly and write the sounds we hear),  2. We use our Word Wall Words, 3. We leave spaces between words, 4. We use mostly lowercase letters, 5. We begin each sentence with a capital letter.





Math: We will continue our 2D shape unit.  We will discuss the attributes and properties (sides, vertices, and dimension) of the following 2D shapes: circle, rectangle, square, triangles, rhombus, trapezoid, hexagon, and oval.  Students will use the attributes listed above to sort shapes into groups.  Students will also practice using positional words (above, next around, behind) to describe the location of shapes.  Try drawing and describing shapes at home! The children will also participate in a variety of turkey themed math centers to review previously taught skills!





Handwriting: We will continue to practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways.





Social Studies: This week, we will learn about the story of Thanksgiving.  On Wednesday, students will sequence the events of the first Thanksgiving by using different color beads to represent important details.  Students will also learn how things change over time by comparing Pilgrim and Native American cultures and traditions to 21st century life.   We will discuss how clothing, food, homes, transportation, and leisure activities have changed over time.
