Curriculum News


Literacy: This week students will work to understand what good readers do when they don't understand something.  Students will work to ask questions that will help them focus on key ideas or details in a story.  In the Word Work center, students will review previously taught sight words, counting syllables, and work to identify beginning and ending sounds in words.  We will continue to review concepts of print during shared reading time, when students are introduced to engaging “big” books and poems. Through these activities students will practice tracking words from left to right, top to bottom, page by page and begin to understand that words are separated by spaces in print. We will review strategies for reading unknown words such as using picture support and using the first letter in a word.





Phonics: Hearing and producing rhymes, clapping syllables, letter identification and sounds. We will also continue to practice stretching out our words in order to record appropriate sounds. We will use whiteboards to record our sounds by repeating the word several times using the strategy of “Turtle Talk.”





Writing: We will continue writing Small Moment stories, where we take a moment from our lives and stretch it over three pages.  We will focus on labeling pictures and using those labels to write a sentence underneath the pictures.   The students have been working very hard to record all the sounds in words and will be introduced to their writing "superpowers" this week.  The children will begin to focus on using our Word Wall to spell sight words and also practice using spaces between words.  They will also continue to practice using mostly lowercase letters and stretching their to record appropriate beginning, middle, and ending sounds in words.





Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  In Math class we will be practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundred chart, comparing numbers to identify which number is greater than, less than, or equal to another number, and writing numbers to 20.  We will be working in our centers this week on practicing these concepts.  We will be working in small groups during centers, students will practice staying on task, using a quiet voice, and working cooperatively with others. 





Word Wall Words to Practice:  I, a, the, like, is, me, to, see, in, am, can, my, an, go, look





Science: This week we’ll use our five senses to investigate the physical properties of objects such as size, shape, color, texture, weight etc. We’ll sort fall leaves and as always, record our observations in our science journals.  We are learning to write like scientists with lots of details and labels! Students will develop an understanding of the term “property” as we use the word in context throughout our unit.
