







Curriculum News


Literacy: We have had so much fun reading different versions of the The Gingerbread Man. This week we’ll meet the Gingerbread Girl, who bravely outfoxed the fox! They were just sure that she would get eaten too, just like her brother( This week we’ll write letters to the Gingerbread Boy or Girl giving advice, expressing an opinion about him/her, or asking a question about something that we are wondering..         





Phonics: Over the next few weeks, we will focus on identifying and isolating beginning, middle, and ending sounds in words. We will continue to review hearing and producing rhymes, clapping syllables, letter identification and sounds, and identifying opposite pairs. Since returning from track out, students have been working on reading “word family” words.  A word family is a set of words with the same middle and ending sounds.  I will continue to stress to the students that not only do word family words rhyme, but we can easily add a new word to the word family list by changing the beginning sound.

Writing: We are making good progress with our 3 page small moment stories and learning to make them more interesting for the reader by using lots of good describing words.  This week, our focus is on writing both the “outside” story (telling what happened) and the “inside” story (explaining how you felt). As always, we will continue to review and practice our SuperPowers! We have been reading several gingerbread themed books over the last couple weeks. This week, students will write about their favorite gingerbread book and express an opinion including why they liked it!





Math: We are having a ton of fun learning about 2-D shapes and noticing them everywhere! Soon we will begin to explore 3-D shapes, which is part of our objective for making gingerbread houses.  We’ll also do some problem solving ….”I have 2 shapes in my basket.  All together there are 7 sides.  Which shapes could I have?” Students will also practice using positional words (above, next around, behind) to describe the location of shapes.  Try drawing and describing shapes at home!





Handwriting: We will continue to practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways.





Social Studies: This week, we will continue our unit on Needs and Wants (also called “financial literacy” on the Kindergarten Wake County report card). Students will understand the difference between goods and services. “Tis the season” for gift giving and lots of “wants”, so we will brainstorm gifts that don’t cost anything….Each child will make their own “Gifts from the Heart” project!
