Reminders/Further Information
Literacy: Our Guided Reading groups are up and running and going well! Students will continue to work on developing independence during Literacy centers.  This week we will be focusing on long vowels in Literacy.  We will talk about how long vowels say the vowels name, vowel teams, and magic e.  
Phonics: This week in Word Work we are going to be talking about long vowels.  We will learn what each vowel say and work on identifying the vowel in CVC words.
Sight Words: I, at, is, to like, me, the, it, am, and, went, a, come, in, here, go, see, my, you, look, up, said, we, on, can, play, an, got, for, with, one, his, she, have, no, will, he, get, because, are, they, of, not, was, yes, where, there, then, from, saw, day, run, big, out, down, did, make, after.   New Words: no new words this week.  Keep practicing the words we have.  Your child needs to be able to write and read these words “in a snap”!  The students feel so proud when they accomplish these words!
Writing: We are working on making the students more confident in their writing and to enjoy writing.  Our students are doing an awesome job writing How To’s!!  The students are picking a How To topic and write 3 steps on how to do something.  We will keep discussing what a How To is and how to write them.  We will read a few how to books and then write our first few How To books together.  We will work on adding details in our sentences as we are writing.  We will continue to work hard on “Being a Smartie Speller” while we write. Our Kindergartners are really working hard on applying their letter/sound knowledge to the writing of words and sentences.  
Math: In Math class we will be practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundreds chart. We are going to keep working on addition this week or the concept of “joining” by acting out stories and using lots of manipulatives to solve problems. We’ll learn that there are many different ways to make a number.  We will continue working in small groups during centers, students will practice staying on task, using a quiet voice, and working cooperatively with others.
