Curriculum News


Literacy: This week, we will continue to read a variety of nonfiction texts. We are working on using supporting details to identify the main idea of a nonfiction text. We continue to compare/contrast texts, characters, and events. We will also read a variety of Saint Patrick’s Day stories!





Phonics: Digraphs (sh, th, ch, wh) – This week we will focus on the ‘ch’ and ‘th’ chunk. Throughout the quarter, we will continue to practice short and long vowel sounds. 





Writing: Our nonfiction unit where the kids write informational text (“All About Books”) has been launched and the kids are loving it! We are learning how to write “teaching books” with labeled diagrams and all! We will continue to brainstorm topics that we know a lot about and begin to write some simple “All About” books. Kindergartners love to teach you what they know and by the end of the week we hope the children will be convinced that their beloved bicycle, action figures, or favorite topics – horses, dinosaurs, princesses are book worthy! In celebration of Saint Patrick’s Day, we will write about a time when we felt or feel lucky!  





Handwriting: We will continue to practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways. Over trackout I will be sending home a handwriting workbook for the student to work their hand writing.  I strongly encourage the students to do these handwriting workbooks because their handwriting needs more practice.





Math: This week we’ll continue to explore the concept of addition with lots of hands on games and math centers. We will continue to practice adding and subtracting within 10. This week, we will focus on using pictures, words, and writing number sentences to solve various addition and subtraction problems.





Word Wall Words to Practice:  (New Words: went, his, baby) I, a, am, the, like, is, me, to, my, see, and, at, can, go, an, look, come, on, you, it, here, said, play, we, will, up, for, he, she, was, love, not, mom, dad, they, saw, of.  At this time of year most of our students should have control of reading and writing approximately 20-30 sight words.                                                           


Your child needs to be able to write and read these words in a snap automatically or “in a snap”!





Science: This week, we’ll continue our Change over Time unit. We will continue to explore all four seasons and create our very own seasons book. Spring is right around the corner and we will continue to watch “Mrs. Tree” as she prepares for Spring! Our class has loved learning about seasons! We are beginning to write “All About” Seasons books. If time, we will begin talking about Weather as we prepare for our next unit!
