Curriculum News


Literacy: All of our centers will be up and running this week! We are learning to go to literacy centers such as Read to Self, Buddy Reading, Listening to Reading (Computers), Word Work, and Work on Writing. At these centers, we continue to practice staying quiet, on task, and completing our work. We will continue to read “big” books, enlarged books with text large enough for children read along, and poems.  We will practice making predictions using the front and back cover, finding the title, and locating capital letters and sight words.  As we read “big” books and poems together, we will practice reading with fluency and expression.  Many children will be able to read the poem independently by the end of the week!





Phonics: We will review letters and sounds by reading an alphabet chart.  We will also practice identifying the difference between letters and words. The children will participate in a sorting activity using letters, words, and sentences.





Writing: One of our focuses this week in writing will be choosing a good topic.  Students will discuss the importance of writing a true story versus a story about something make-believe, like super heroes or fairies.  We will also discuss that as writers, when we think we’re done, we’ve only just begun!  Students will practice adding more detail to their stories by adding more pictures and/or labels and words.  Throughout the year, students will have opportunities to turn and talk to a friend to discuss writing topics and strategies.  We will begin practicing this skill this week! 





Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  In Math class we will continue practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundred chart. This week we will continue counting objects to 20 and understanding that each successive number is one more.  We will also be introducing the concept of comparing numbers and determining which is more or less.  Our math learning centers will help to reinforce these skills.





Handwriting: We will continue to practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways.                                                                                





Science: This week, students will be introduced to the idea of Science in preparation for our Investigating Properties unit that we will begin second quarter. We will brainstorm with students what science is and we will explore different scientists and what they do. Students will be introduced to their science notebooks and will begin recording observations in them from a science experiment we will conduct on next week!
