



Curriculum News


Literacy: This week we’ll read a fun book called Rocket Learns to Read and launch our guided reading groups! We have started collecting words on our Word Wall with a new classroom tradition called “Word Wall Wednesday.” This week we will add - to, like, see. Please help your child at home read and write these words.  We are still learning to go to literacy centers such as Read to Self, Buddy Reading, Listening to Reading (Computers), Word Work, and Work on Writing. Students will continue to work on developing independence during Literacy centers.  During read alouds, we will continue to review fiction vs. nonfiction, identifying the roles of authors and illustrators, as well as many print concepts. 





Phonics: We will review letters and sounds by reading an alphabet chart.  We will also practice identifying the difference between letters and words. The children will participate in a sorting activity using letters, words, and sentences.





Writing: One of our focuses this week in writing will be choosing a good topic.  We have been working on adding as much detail to our pictures as possible.  We will continue to practice adding labels and words to our pictures.  Students will practice stretching out words and recording the beginning sound (more if they are able).





Math: Every morning we work on calendar concepts during our morning meeting.  In Math class we will continue practicing counting by ones and tens using a hundred chart. This week we will continue counting objects to 20 and understanding that each successive number is one more.  We will also be introducing the concept of comparing numbers and determining which is more or less.  Our math learning centers will help to reinforce these skills.





Handwriting: We will continue to practice writing lowercase letters formed in similar ways.                                                                                





Science: Students were introduced to our Science Unit Investigating Properties. We brainstormed what science is and different scientists. We will be discussing the 5 senses this week and will be building up to a science experiment we will conduct later this week!
