
These are the rules for our classroom:


1. Be in control of your body 
2. Respect and listen to the teachers
3. Always be kind and make good choices 
4. Raise your hand to talk
5. Treat belongings in the classroom with care

Students are responsible for their actions and for completing their work.  The student’s job is to do his/her work and follow the classroom rules.  These rules are introduced by practice and role-play to help familiarize the students with the behavior that is expected of them on a daily basis.  They are also displayed on the wall in the classroom as a visual reminder of what they are.

The behavior plan revolves around use of the colors of a modified Traffic Light.  We have the traffic light displayed in our classroom and each student has an owl with their assigned number.  The owls are moved according to the students’ behavior for the day.  This plan has been aligned with the school-wide rules posted in the main hallway.  

Every students owl begins each day with a Green light (ready to learn; on task and following the directions).  If the students’ owl remains on green for the whole day, they will receive a green light on their Behavior Log or in their agenda. The Behavior Log is a record/report of the daily behavior of each student.  The students also have the opportunity to come home with a Blue light for having a Super day (going above and beyond the expected expectations)!


The students will be given stickers to place on their incentive chart whenever they exhibit desirable behaviors and/or character traits which means their owl is on green or blue at the end of the day.  Once they accumulate enough stickers, at least 10, they may exchange them for something in the treasure box.  Other positive consequences include positive notes, free time, praise, hugs, etc. 

When a student chooses to break rules or to not follow procedures, the teacher will attempt to de-escalate the situation.  Then, the following Steps of De-escalation takes place:  
Whisper Warning-If the incident/interruption continues to a point where, obviously, the student is not complying, get on the student’s eye level and give a verbal Warning using a low, calm whisper voice.

*All warnings after this point will result in a change in light color on the Behavior Log, if de-escalation is unsuccessful.  Consequences are as follows:

After the 2nd verbal warning:

Student receives a Yellow light on the Behavior Log; Think Sheet; Teacher Conference 3-minute time-out

If the teacher has to continue to correct the student for behaviors:
Student receives a Red light on the Behavior Log; Think Sheet; Teacher Conference; 5-minute time-out; Parents notified of the behavior.


Students will have one opportunity to have their owl moved back up the traffic light if their behaviors improve and they start making better choices.  

*A behavior log will be kept in the students Alligator folder.  At the end of each day I will color in the circle based on the students’ behavior for the day.  This keeps you advised to how your students’ day went.  If your student ends on a yellow or red and it needs an explanation why I will write a letter on the line beside the color based on the Behavior Code that can be found at the bottom of the Behavior Log.
